Local Air Force Veteran’s Artwork Has Been Selected for Exhibition


Air Force Veteran Caryn Walsh, a local glass artist and jewelry designer, will be showing her beadwork titled Oracle at Delphi at the Bonner David Galleries from September 18th through the 21st.  Bonner David Galleries is located at 7040 E. Main, in Scottsdale. This will be a part of the Scottsdale Art of Triumph Art Walk set for 7-9 p.m. on Thursday September 18th.  


“I was so excited to be selected to show my work in this gallery,” said Walsh.  “I have found my artwork to be a tremendous avenue for expression and therapy.”  Walsh receives her primary care through the VA’s Southeast Extension Clinic in Mesa.  


According to Walsh Oracle at Delphi is a combination of textural bead weaving, stitches, glass and stone elements mixed together to create a large necklace that looks like armor but feels like silk.  


Walsh also earned second place honors in this year’s National Veterans Creative Arts Festival for her art entitled Song of the Sirens.  This piece creates glass beads combining soft colors of beach environments along with organic elements of the ocean.  Walsh is honored to be the only VA veteran representing the Phoenix area in this year’s Festival.


Walsh served in the Air Force for four and a half years and was stationed at Lindsey Air Base in Wiesbaden, West Germany during the fall of the Berlin Wall and in Northern California at McClellan Air Force Base.  She was a telecommunications specialist where she ensured communications networks were operational for a variety of Air Force locations.
