“Run For The Wall” Comes To Phoenix

On Wednesday, May 16th at approximately 4:00 p.m. military veterans who are motorcycle riders participating in “Run For the Wall”, will converge on the Vietnam Veterans Memorial at Wesley Bolin Plaza located at 17th Avenue and Jefferson Street. Here they will join with their fellow comrades as Director of Arizona State Department of Veterans Services Pat Chorpenning, lays a wreath to commemorate fallen veterans.   

 “Run For The Wall” is an annual event where hundreds of veterans travel across the country via motorcycle, to visit the Vietnam Veterans Memorial in Washington DC for Memorial Day.   

After laying the wreath the veterans will ride over to the Carl T. Hayden Veterans Affairs Medical Center on 7th Street and Indian School Road, to visit with nearly 100 patients in the center’s Nursing Home Care Unit.  

From there, they will journey to the Army Reserve Center at 64th Street and Oak Street where they will set up camp for the night.  The following day their journey will continue east until they reach their final destination, the Vietnam Veterans Memorial in Washington DC, on Friday May 25th.
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Then on Saturday, May 26th the group will join together to lay a wreath at Arlington Cemetery.  This group has the distinction of being the only motorized unit that goes into Arlington Cemetery to lay a wreath.

On Sunday May 27th, the Run For The Wall Organization will join with another cycling group, Rolling Thunder to team up as a parade of motorcyclists to journey from the Pentagon parking lot to the Vietnam Veteran Memorial.  Once again they will honor their fellow comrades those who have fallen and those who did not return.
